ON MEDIEVAL JEWELLERY FROM GRUDA
BOLJEVICA, PODGORICA

Abstract: In 2001, on the archaeological site Gruda
Boljevica in Podgorica’s suburb Tolosi, the prehistoric
tumulus was archaeologically excavated, which was
secondarily used for burials in the Middle Ages. The paper
discusses samples of jewellery found in these medieval
tombs. Their chronological and cultural attribution is very
important, since the medieval jewellery from this region
has been completely unidentified. Based on the cited
analogies, it follows that they can be chronologically dated
to the period of XII- XIII century. The related material can
widely be found in the area that could be roughly bound by
Pomoravlje on the east and Cetina on the west.

In the publication that followed Museum of
Podgorica exhibition (Podgorica 2005, issued by Pl
Museums and Galleries of Podgorica), organized
with the intention to illustrate with different themed
areas the significant cultural and historical heritage
and specifications of Podgorica and its surroundings,
presented a number of medieval objects. These are
the samples of jewelry which are said to date from the
medieval necropolis formed in prehistoric tumulusof
Gruda Boljevica in ToloSi. Chronologically they have
been broadly dated in the period XIII - XIV century’. The
aforementioned site is not unfamiliar in the archaeological
literature. On the estate of Dragan Boljevi¢ in Podgorica’s
suburb, ToloSi in 2001,a large prehistoric tumulus was
archaeologically excavated, along with rich tombs from
the Early Bronze Age?. During the works, it was noted that
in the Middle Ages it was secondarilyused for burials (Fig.
1.). The surface layer of the dike of the tumulus and in the
area around it investigated 192 skeleton tombs.

The tomb finds researched in 2001,are represent-
ed with the samples offered in the above-mentioned
catalogue of the town museum in Podgorica (Fig. 2). To
my knowledge, this is the first time that one publication
issues medieval jewellery from this area. In general, the
understanding of these types of archaeological material
in the entire territory of Montenegro so far in the literature
only amounted to the rare samples belonging to the
earlier centuries of the Middle Ages?®, while laterjewellery
did not exist. This fact makes finds from Gruda Boljevi¢a

On a shared photography published in the cata-
logue, there are 12 earrings, which can be classified
into several types and variants.* The simplest type
represents five regular links shaped from pieces of
copper wire. The way the links were finalised is different,
consequently the most common variants are with straight
slanted open ends that touch or cross over each other.
Their shape is circular or oval and regularity depended
on the quality (flexibility) of wire and the skills of those
who shaped them. Represented samples could be worn
as a pendant drawn through the ear, and put in thehair
or attached to a scarf. Among other samples, there is a
slight difference of a link with the smallest diameter andof
a shape between a circle and foursquare. For similar links

in the literature it is disclosed that they may be used for
wrapping around the hair, and that their irregularity is a
consequence of frequent bending, probably by modelling.®

The links analogue to Podgorica’s, often represent
the finds that are broadly found in numerous necropolis in
the huge areas. They were worn for a long time and to
a great extent, and the simplicity of their production and
the modesty in shape made them available to those parts
of the population which had the economic conditions of
living imbalanced and limited. Long-term use in almost
unchanged shape, and with no reliable context and other
findings in the tomb, prevents their precise dating. When
it comes to the links from the territory of Serbia, certain
observations with regard to the dating appearance of
larger dimensions were recorded in the necropolis in
Trnjane, where the occurrence of the large simple links
was not detected before the onset of earrings with biconical
strawberries, and are considered to be simultaneously
distinctive jewellery for the XII century.®
A distinct variant of the Podgorica finds is the linkwith two
additions in the form of strung beads (Fig. 2). Based on
the way they are shaped and the size, the link itself is not
significantly different from the others. The ends are flat
bevelled and overlapped with each other. Judging from
the published photograph, both beads are small, flat, and
of a circular shape. It can be assumed that were made of
dark, opaque glass paste decorated with aforementioned
inwrought threads of light ochre-white glass.

This manner of link decoration can be found as
well, over a long period of time and over a large area. In
the eastern parts of the Balkans is monitored from a period
of VIII - mid-IX century’, while a similar phenomenon in
its north-western boarders recorded in the cemeteries
X-XI centuries. However, in the cemeteries of the central
Balkan area, where samples from Podgorica can find the
nearest analogy, typically originate from the tombsdated
to the Xl century®. The similar thing occurs with the
analogies from the north-east parts of Serbia that are a

part of horizon necropolis XII - first part of XIII century.™
The following four earrings from Gruda Boljevica belong
to theearrings with node (Fig. 2). One of them is of the
simple type of bronze bevelled and folded ends with two
nodes composed of several coils of thin wire filigree,
while the other three samples have one node made in the
form of garlands of tiny granules, attached to the link by
wire-drawing. Although it seems like they were made of
bronze, they represent a solid product of the goldsmiths,
with granular and very thin wire that is carefully wrapped
around the rings.

Earrings containing one, two or three nodes
represent one of many examples of medieval jewellery in
the wider area of Balkan Peninsula. Chronologically they
can be attributed to the XI-XIII centuries. Their former
dating in the western parts of Balkans " was corrected
in newer analysis.”> On numerous sites in Serbia, they
can mostly be attributed to XII and first part of the Xl
century, while their latter appearance can be rare."*Their
typology is very diverse, which is caused by differences
in the methods of preparation of nodes. Samples made
of silver, its fine design and implementation of granulation
and filigree, lead to the conclusion that silver is the original
material from which they were made. The possibility of
wider availability of cheaper copies led to simplified
manner of productionout of bronze. The same need is
explained by the fact that at the same time with the types
of earrings with granulated node, their imitations appear
in which the granular node is replaced with coils of wire or
flattened wire.™ On the other hand, in the literature there
is the view that the common node samples made of coils
of wire are prior and represent the kind of a role model for
forms of granular nodes made in more complex filigree
technique.™
Different variations of the links with the nodes of the coiled
wire, similar to Podgorica sample, are known from multiple
sites in Serbia, where they were tentatively attributed to
the period XI-XIIl century.” They can also appear in the
late Middle Ages, but very sporadic."” For the dating of
10 Jankovi¢ 1975, 235, T. VI, cn.

this type of earring, the significant finding is the one from
the grave in Moravac, Aleksinac dated by the coins of the
Byzantine Emperor Manuel | Comnenus (1143-1180),
as well as the links with two nodes of filigree wire, which
was found in the tomb no. 179 of the necropolis in Trnjani,
Pozarevac along with the of money herzog Andrija (1196-
1204).19

Regardless of the numerous cases of earrings
with a granular node on Balkan sites, the samples from
Podgorica belong to the variant that has been rarely
witnessed, and they are characterized by the manner
of fastening the links.Earrings with granular nodes are
mostly done as a standard type of open hoop earrings,
with parts that touch or cross one over another, while the
samples with a hook on one end and a loop on other end
are much rarer. The direct analogy in particular can be
represented samples from Macvanska Mitrovica,® while
more numerous are groups of earrings with nodes made
of two rows of granules, such arewell-known among the
findings in western Serbia and Bosnia and Herzegovina.
Earrings with a double granular node from Mr&ajevac near
Cacak are so far an isolated finding in Serbia. Together
with other materials of an earlier horizon burials in this
necropolis, dating back to the period of XII-XIII century.?
Close samples are the silver earrings from Gornji Brodac
near Bjeljina, Mogorjela near Capljina, Cim near Mostar,
and bronze earring from Sjeverski on Glasinacka plateau.?
Earrings from Bosnia and Herzegovina chronologically are
determined in the period of X / XI-XII centuries. Since the
majority of the analogy has no precise information about
the condition of the finds, more reliable data for the dating
of these types of links can only be provided by the results
of research in Sjeversko (Glasinac), where a bronze
earring was found in a tomb with a silver earring with
three identical round strawberries decorated with pseudo
granulation which is attributed to the XII-XIII century.?
The last two earrings shown in the photograph in the
catalogue of the Museum of Podgorica, according to the
material from which they are made and the technique of
production, are the most luxurious samples of this group
of jewellery. Those are the silver samples that belong to
the type of earrings with a strawberry in the middle part
of the lower half of the links and a granulated side node
(Fig. 2). Strawberry is made of two halves in the form of

petals, in which are inserted two rows of small pellets. On
both sides of strawberry and around node there arefiligree
wire coils. Fastening is solved in such a way that one end
is flattened and bent as a small loop in the form of the
letter “S*, while the other is tapered and shaped in the
form of a hook. These earrings can be attributed to a
group of related earrings which is now generally known
from the territory of Serbia and Bosnia and Herzegovina.
According to the available information, the occurrence of
this type of earrings could not be dated before XII century.
It is obvious that they can be attributed to the following
century, but a precise answer to the question of how long
earrings of this type remained in use can be offered only
by new discoveries, along with the reliable conditions
of the finds. Based on the shape of a strawberry, the
closest analogies are the earrings from the grave no. 149
necropolis in Trnjani in Pozarevac, dating back to the XII
century.* The earring with a strawberry from Mr&ajevci,
Cacak was attributed to the period of XII-XIIl century.?
Other samples have hollow, globular strawberry of thin
silver sheet, decorated with tiny beads all over the surface.
Geographically, the closest to the findings of this variant
is the earring from Kolovrat in Prijepolje,? related to them
is the earring made of gilt bronze from the tomb no. 5/84
in Ratina necropolis near Kraljevo. The tomb in which
they were found dates back to the XIII century.” Earring
in Popovac near Paracin belongs to the same type, an
incidental finding from the area of the necropolis. With the
other tomb finds, it is dated back to the XI-XII century® i.e.
XIl and beginning of XIII century.” The equivalent pair of
luxurious samples comes from the tomb of a young noble
girl buried along the south wall of the nave of the church of
St Nicholas in StaniCenje near Pirot. Based on the dating
of the grave, it was concluded that it appeared in the late
XIII and the first decades of the XIV century.® Similar
earrings have been observed on the territory of Bosnia
and Herzegovina and Dalmatia. They were found around
Konjic, Doboj, Sipovo, and to the southwest to Smrdelj
near Skradin in Sibenik bay.*' Based on the mentioned
analogies, it can be concluded that the jewellery from
Gruda Boljevi¢a can be chronologically attributed to the
period of late XII and first part of XIII century, and that the

related material can be found to a great extent on the area
of medieval Serbia and Bosnia of that time, that could be
roughly put within the borders of Pomoravlje on the east
and Cetina on the west. The necropolis it originates from
was a part of a settlement whose traces on the terrain
could not be determined. However, according to the time
it belonged, written sources mention Ribnica, that was
certainly in the area of today’s Podgorica.®? The oldest
source that mentions Ribnica is The Life of St. Simeon,
which, as an abbot of Studenica around 1207-1208 was
written by Sava Nemanijic. The Life of St. Simeon rec-
ords that Stefan Nemanja was born in Zeta on Ribnica,
where he received a holy baptism.* Stefan Nemanji¢ in
his The Life of St. Simeon, written between 1208 and 1216,
cites that Nemanja was born in Dioklitija, in Ribnica.**
With modest archaeological excavations of the remains
of the fort at the mouth of Ribnica were not discovered the
remains of the settlement that could be attributed to this
period. In the opinion of P. Mijovi¢a, in Nemanja’s times,
on the place of today’s Podgorica there is no doubt that it
did contain a settlement, but it was not even a town, and
not so known to be preserved under its name in times
to come, as its new name, Podgorica appeared in the
documents of the Kotor archives in 1326.% The answer
to the question of location of the medieval Ribnica and
defining the character of the settlement can be provided
only by future archaeological researches. That this is the
only mannerit was clearly indicated by the excavations
in the Gruda Boljevi¢a in ToloSi, which seemed to be
almost unexpectedly, resulted in important discoveries for
understanding the medieval history of this region.
